Contract for Piano Tuition 
This is a contract for piano tuition, given:
By Brian Partridge (The teacher)
To                       (The student)
The Teacher will:
· teach the student according to a mutually agreed progress plan 
· give regular spoken or written reports of the student’s progress 
· be punctual in beginning and ending lessons 
· provide an appropriate teaching environment for students coming to the teacher for lessons. 
The Student (with parental support) will:
· practice as discussed in lessons
· be punctual and bring all necessary materials to lessons 
· not enter for exams without the consent of the teacher and unless otherwise be agreed the teacher will enter students in for exams (progress will be discussed and timing for exam entry agreed, if relevant).The student will meet the cost of necessary music, tuition books, as required for lessons. These may be ordered by the teacher in which case the student will reimburse the costs incurred.
· provide an appropriate learning environment for a teacher visiting the student's home and, in the case of children, ensure a responsible adult is also on the premises

· if under 16, be accompanied for the duration of lessons in the teachers home by a parent or appropriate adult

Fees and policy about missed lessons

The hourly fee is £35. Lessons will be charged pro rata according to their length. Subject to the following, missed lessons will be charged at the usual rate. The teacher will book lessons in blocks of 5 or 6 lessons and require payment in advance for this by electronic banking. The requirement  is that all lessons booked will be taken on a consecutive weekly basis (or fortnightly if that is what is agreed) (unless interrupted by school holidays as I generally only teach in term time but do offer additional slots over Easter and Summer holidays) and that no refunds will be due for any lessons missed. The Teacher will make an exception for this in the following cases:

· Genuine sickness/illness - I ask to be notified on the morning of the lesson and will allow one lesson per block to be carried forward for this reason

· The teacher will aim to accommodate requests to rearrange one lesson per block purchased, (for example due to holiday commitments) provided that at least one week’s notice is given.  If notice is given then the lesson will be rearranged. If less than 7 days notice is given then the lesson will still be charged. 
Period of notice to terminate lessons is two weeks.
Payment schedule

Fees are to be paid at the beginning of an agreed number of lessons / at the beginning of each half term or term, or as stated below:

Lessons will be invoiced in blocks of 5/6 with payment due by electronic banking in advance of lessons.
This contract can be cancelled by mutual agreement with two weeks’ notice.
